Genesis 45:1-15

Then Joseph could not control himself before all those who stood by him. He cried, “Make
everyone go out from me.” So no one stayed with him when Joseph made himself known to his
brothers. And he wept aloud, so that the Egyptians heard it, and the household of Pharaoh heard
it. And Joseph said to his brothers, “I am Joseph! Is my father still alive?” But his brothers could
not answer him, for they were dismayed at his presence.

So Joseph said to his brothers, “Come near to me, please.” And they came near. And he said, “I am
your brother, Joseph, whom you sold into Egypt.

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and the eyes of my brother Benjamin see, that it is my mouth that speaks to you. You must tell my
father of all my honor in Egypt, and of all that you have seen. Hurry and bring my father down
here.” Then he fell upon his brother Benjamin's neck and wept, and Benjamin wept upon his
neck. And he kissed all his brothers and wept upon them. After that his brothers talked with him.

And if the blind lead the blind, both will fall into a
pit.” But Peter said to him, “Explain the parable to us.” And he said, “Are you also still without
understanding? Do you not see that whatever goes into the mouth passes into the stomach and is
expelled? But what comes out of the mouth proceeds from the heart, and this defiles a
person. For out of the heart come evil thoughts, murder, adultery, sexual immorality, theft, false
witness, slander. These are what defile a person. But to eat with unwashed hands does not defile
anyone.”

And Jesus went away from there and withdrew to the district of Tyre and Sidon. And behold, a
Canaanite woman from that region came out and was crying, “Have mercy on me, O Lord, Son of
David; my daughter is severely oppressed by a demon.” But he did not answer her a word. And
his disciples came and begged him, saying, “Send her away, for she is crying out after us.”
