THE LIGHTING OF THE FIRST ADVENT CANDLE: THE SHEPHERD CANDLE

Advent is a word that means “coming” or “visit”. In the Christian season of
Advent, we prepare for the “advent” of Christ at Christmas. Our preparation
includes many things:

e We remember Israel’s hope for the coming of God’s Messiah to save, to
forgive, and to restore.

e We remember our hope for the second coming of Jesus.

e We remember our need for a Savior to save us from our sins.

e We prepare to welcome Christ at Christmas into our world . . . and into our
hearts.




We light this candle because, like God’s people centuries ago, we also look
forward with hope to the coming of the Shepherd. The purple color of the
candle reminds us of the seriousness of our hope.

RESPONSIVE READINGuuuuisesssssssssessasssssssssassassassssssassassasssnssassassassasssnssass Isaiah 40:1-11

L: Comfort, comfort my people, says your God. Speak tenderly to Jerusalem,
and cry to her that her warfare is ended, that her iniquity is pardoned,
that she has received from the LORD’s hand double for all her sins.

All: A voice cries: “In the wilderness prepare the way of the LORD; make
straight in the desert a highway for our God. Every valley shall be
lifted up, and every mountain and hill be made low; the uneven
ground shall become level, and the rough places a plain.

L: And the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and all flesh shall see it
together, for the mouth of the LORD has spoken.”

All flesh is grass, and all its beauty is like the
flower of the field.
